Stimson Furniture
continues to “go green”!

Stimson Furniture, a distributor for Ashley Furniture and owner of Ashley Home Stores, is located in sev-
eral South Texas cities. They have stores i
building, and also in Yoakum, and Kenedy.

At their headquarters and distributionlOfannt e
Densifier. It is a two step process whereby all foam bi-products are fed into the machine and ground up to
form small pellets. It is then melted it down and dispensed into a patties. Each patty is 12 inches in diame-
ter. The patties cool and harden into a solid state where they are collected and sent back to be recy-

cled. Once at the recycling plant, they are melted down and infused with air to make new foam.

Stimson is also using a baler to compress cardboard into 1500 to 2000 pound bales that are wired and sent
off to be recycled. Also, their plastics from mattresses and sofas are collected, baled once a month and sent
off to be recycled.

Stimson Furniture is baling their cardboard and plastic from all locations, and melting all foam products
from all locations!

Furniture is boxed with foam encasing to protect it from shipping damage. Upholstery (sofas, loveseats,
and sectionals) are triple wrapped in plastic and shipped. Mattresses and box springs are also primarily
shipped in a single and double layer of plastic.

Overall their efforts to help the environment will reduce their waste disposal fees from approximately
$4800 to $8400 per year.
